
ELEVATOR PITCH 101

30-45 seconds long or
70-100 words

Should be compelling and
spark the listener’s interest

Smile, stand up straight, and
speak clearly and confidently

Tailor to each listener and
company you speak with

Introduce yourself and explain some context
of where you are (school you attend,
academic program, where you work)

Think about your skills and experiences that make you
unique and stand out! This can include personal traits.
accomplishments, courses taken, hobbies,
extracurriculars, and more.

Let the employer know what you are looking for. Some
examples are: career information, an internship, or a job.
Make sure you are straight forward about what your goal is.
