The Sabbatical Committee is committed to recommending only high quality, well-developed sabbatical projects for approval. Sabbatical applications must be clear, thorough, and complete, so that the committee can evaluate the quality of the project and whether the project has been carefully developed. The committee will base its decision on the application as submitted on or before August 15.  The committee does not routinely allow revisions so it is important to attend the sabbatical information session and ask for guidance from the Sabbatical Committee or Dean of Faculty before the deadline.

	Good Examples:
	· Submission of a scholarly paper to a peer reviewed journal. 
· Presentation at a state (regional, national, or international) conference.
· A writing project for which I am submitting an outline and writing sample AND have an upcoming contract with designated publisher.
	· Submission of a scholarly paper to a peer reviewed journal. 
· Presentation at a state (regional, national, or international) conference.
· Write a book for which I am submitting draft outline of chapters AND have an upcoming contract with designated publisher.
	· A body of work (specific number of paintings, sculptures, murals, plays, performances) submitted for peer review


	Poor Examples:
	· Will read a body of literature to increase knowledge of a subject matter, not leading to a peer reviewed product.
· Pursuing a line of research or study that will not contribute to the person’s contracted professional responsibilities at the institution.
	· Course revision only
· New course development only
	· An incomplete work (of above)
· Non-peer reviewed work
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
