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Types of Sabbaticals
Eligible faculty members of the College of Arts and Sciences may elect either:
· A full contract year sabbatical leave at half one’s regular salary; or
· A one-semester sabbatical leave at full salary

Types of Projects
The sabbatical project must contribute to the faculty member’s professional development and make a contribution to the scholarly discipline of the faculty member (including the scholarship of teaching and learning), enhance their teaching, or service to the community (local or global). A sabbatical leave may also be used to complete coursework or a dissertation that leads to a terminal degree in the academic discipline of a faculty member’s primary teaching responsibilities at Bethel. Scholarship of teaching and learning (SoTL) projects are defined as scholarly inquiry into student learning which informs the practice of teaching. 

Expectations:
· Sabbatical projects that indicate professional growth from previous sabbatical releases (beyond initial)
· The primary focus of the sabbatical should be your own professional development, not work for the institution.
· Projects that strive to strengthen one’s portfolio for continuing appointment, tenure renewal, and/or promotion
· Projects that foster contribution to one’s discipline by a presentation at a national conference, publication in a peer-reviewed journal, or peer-review appropriate to the project.
· Completion of sabbatical objectives (or explanation of changes to sabbatical objectives)
· Completed sabbatical report submitted to Academic Affairs the semester following sabbatical

Please note that curriculum revision alone is not acceptable for sabbatical; it may be appropriate to request a course release for this type of project. Curriculum revision may be an acceptable project IF it leads to or stems from a scholarly presentation or a peer-reviewed journal article. 

Failure to complete the expectations for sabbatical could result in denial of future sabbatical applications.
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
